PROJECT DESCRIPTION: Repairs to the channel walls should include stabilization and restoration where feasible, utilizing the existing concrete pieces where possible. Should this prove impractical, all effected masonry should be
replaced with a material deemed appropriate for all of the walls in the corridor.

The numerous outfalls into the creek are generally of two types: “On-channel” or creek bank flowing directly into the creek, or “above-channel” flowing over the ground and top of the channel into the creek.

PROJECT JUSTIFICATION: Various channel walls have failed, are deteriorating, or need to be monitored to prevent safety issues.
